There will be Vipers to sail around courses, with marks and starts. The goal is to give anyone interested a chance to see what it's like to race a Viper against other Vipers.  Each boat will have an experienced Viper sailor in the boat to coach and make sure you have the best possible experience.  
**Entries will be confirmed by Thursday, October 25, and preference will be given to sailors traveling the longest distance and those who are most interested in purchasing a Viper 640 in the coming 12 months.  The demo regatta is weather-dependent given that borrowed boats will be used – sailing may not be possible on one or both days, but we’re optimistic.  Sailors must bring their own PFDs and wear them at all times while on the water.  
Sailors shall meet at 1000 at Larchmont YC in the drysail area each day, with the goal of having the first warning at 1130.   The goal is to not start a race after 1600 either day.  Lunches will not be provided.  The Larchmont YC Viper Fleet may provide post-race beverages for participants.

a) any damage to the entered boat or my other property, or

b) any injury to me, including death , sustained as a result of my participation in this event.
